The Battle of the Bands
Important Note:  The Battle of the Bands mechanic will only be available on Fri night/Saturday.  The winner will be announced on Sunday and will perform an encore at the Grand Supermarket Opening.
Battle of the Bands will use the Rock Band System.  Players will have to play the game, Rock Band, but their real life skill will be mitigated by their character abilities.
A band consists of 3-4 people, which can be any combination of singer, drummer, bass, and guitar (or whatever Beatles Rock Band uses).   Bands with 4 people will get a slight bonus over bands with 3.  A character may be in more than one band at a time, and it's likely that the composition of band members may change over the course of the game.

Your band will need a name.  We will keep score by band name, so you want to have a good, clear, memorable name.

There are three judges for the competition:  Corny Collins,  Velma von Tussle, and Dr. Frank N Furter.  Each band must play a song in front of each judge.  One song per judge.  Those are the only ones that count for the competition. You are responsible for getting judges to come hear your band.  Keep in mind that the judges have other plots and other things going on too.

You may play as many practice songs as the Rock Band Roadie (Colin) has patience for, but the only ones that count for the competition are played in front of the judges, and a different song must be played for each judge (although different bands could play the same song).

After the song, the judge will give your band a score that is entirely dependent on the judge's feelings.  The judge can be bribed, influenced, and so forth.  The judge does not need to take the Rock Band score into account if the judge does not want to.

However there is also an audience factor.  The scores on the songs, along with the difficulty level of the song played, and the characters’ ability levels determine what the crowd thinks of the band.  The exact percentages are still being worked out by the Rock Band coordinator and will not be available to the players during the game so there is some suspense in the competition.

Make sure that the Rock Band coordinator knows your character’s skill level in the instrument you are playing.  For purposes of this game, Guitar and Base Guitar are considered the same instrument.  If you do not have a listed skill in the instrument you are playing, assume it to be Below Average.
